Search Preset:
By default, searches are performed on the last 2 days. This can be changed by clicking on the dropdown menu. The speed of the search
depends on the Study Performed date chosen, so always restrict the search to the shortest possible date range.
There are two recommended ways to search for a patient on the web portal:

1. Enter a patient’s MRN in the Search Box in the Patient ID field. This is the recommended search criterion to use.
2. If you do not have a MRN for a patient, the next best search criteria would be to use the patient’s first and last name.

The option to search by Ref. Physician and My Patients Only is not recommended as received results may not be complete.

Angles (Found under Lines)

1. Cobb Angle - Click two points on the image to

create a line. Click two more points to create the

second line. The application extrapolates the

point where the two lines intersect and displays

the Cobb Angle.
